Change target temperature/data value by +/-1. Change data value by +/- 10 by pressing continu-
ally.

Press the SET TEMP BUTTONS to set temperature.

Upper button is to higher temperature and Low button is to lower temperature,

&. DEHUMIDIFICATION MODE.

Enter to Dehumidification Mode if you press SPOT/COOL button and ROOM/COOL button to-
gether for 1 second.

In Dehumidification mode, DEHUMID. Indicator LED is on.

If you want to use air conditioner, press SPOT/COOL button and ROOM/COOL button together for
1 second again.

9. ALARM

Alarm indicator lights (blinks) and indicates abnormal system operation. If Alarm occurs,
compressor stops. System operation stops when ALARM light is activated (blinks) longer than 3
minutes.

*DATA INITIALIZATION

It will be initialization when you pressed "BLOWER+5POT+RO0M” together more than 5 seconds.
If you pressed button together, you can see “in it" and blinking 2 seconds.

Then reset your target temperature.

*OFF-TIMER

The TIMER control turns off within a 12-hour period.

Enter to Timer Setting Mode if you press BLOWER button and SPOT/COOL button together for 1
second.

Press UP/DOWN button to set the timer until it shows the figure you want to set. [Setting is avail-
able per 30 minutes)

After 5 seconds or press SPOT/BUTTON, the figure will be memorized and compressor will stop
after the time set.

If unit is off by pressing POWER BUTTON, OFF Timer is canceled.

*AUTO RESTART
If the unit goes off due to an electrical interruption, the unit will automatically restart when the
power resumes OFF Timer resumes when the power rejumes.

SELF-DIAGMNOSTIC CODES (see Table 1)

The alarm light is activated if abnormal operation occurs, and a code is displayed on the control
panel. The compressor and condenser fan motor will stop operating. The evaporator fan will con-
tinue to run for 3 minutes. If the fault is rectified within 3 minutes, the unit will resume opera-
tion. If the fault persists for more than 3 minutes, the evaporator fan also stops. The fault must
be rectified before the unit can resume normal operation.
